(11.)   SCHOLARSHIPS IN OTHER STATES
What if you want scholarships and financial aid for schools in other states?

Find that state’s office of education and ask what college financial aid programs their state offers, and where to find out more about those.  Also ask for a list of Jr. Colleges, trade schools, and Universities in that state.  Then go to each school’s site, get a phone number, and talk to its financial aid department.  Make an appointment and go in person if you can - you'll get more attention and information.  This might be part of your search for the “Right” college.  KEEP A RECORD OF EACH SCHOOL INVESTIGATED! 
 

It's an enormous help boost to start with a college in mind and a possible major in mind, and investigate what each college has.  Universities offer scholarships, AND individual departments offer other scholarships.  You don't HAVE to stick with that major for 4 years, -- It's just a place to start.  Then go on to explore others institutions, and compare the money offered.   Every university has financial aid and is eager to tell you how to get it.  Keep and file good records of everybody you spoke with.   
 

Doing the first 2 years of basic classes at a Jr. College is about 500% cheaper than at a University - about $40 per semester hour vs. $300 per semester hour.  They are usually an easier transition from High School, as well.  After getting your first two years over, you can transfer to Big Name U.  (It would be wise to first make sure that Big Name U. does accept credits from the Jr. College you consider.)
 

Also, Google:  Scholarships in Ohio  ( or whatever state).  Or look for big Ohio corporations, and Google their name, plus "and scholarships”, or “foundation, scholarships"  (example: Ohio Dredging and scholarships)  You must learn to play detective.  Most people search obvious headings online and apply for the first things they see - as do a million other people.  It's the more obscure scholarships that other people haven't found that are more fruitful.  But it takes search efforts all over the place.  
 

In scholarship-land, it's survival of the fittest.  The lazy and easily- discouraged drop by the wayside.  The persistent win buckets of money!  
 

A GENERAL and very worthwhile aid is the book: Complete Idiot's Guide to Financial Aid for College by David Rye   It's cheap, used, on Amazon.  But get the most recent version.  If you have a line of kids in the same family trying to find money, it's well worth buying your own copy.  
 

Another great book for adult students is: 501 Ways for Adult Students to Pay for College, by Gen Tanabe.
